Whitewater's History
Occupied by the Potawatomi prior to the 1830's, Whitewater was once
referred to as "Minneiska," meaning "water white" named for the white
sands of the Whitewater River (now called Whitewater Creek). It was a land
rich in resources and potential. 

In 1836, Alvin Foster first settled the area. He made his stake on the land by
marking his name on a Burr Oak, which still stands to this day. At that time,
that was all one needed to make a legal claim on a piece of land.

In 1837, Samuel Prince built the first log cabin. 
After a six-day trip on foot, 20 settlers arrived 
from Milwaukee. A gristmill, sawmill, paper mill,
and many stores soon followed. By 1840, three streets were laid
out: Whitewater, Main, and Center.

In 1852, the first railway to cross Wisconsin laid its tracks,
spurring industrial growth. In 1866, the Wisconsin Board of
Normal School Regents awarded a normal school to Whitewater,
whose citizens raised $25,000 to secure the bid over 16 other
proposals from across the state.

By 1888, the largest employer, Esterly Reaper Works, employed
525 people. They built homes close to the factory, but in 1892,
Esterly Reaper Works moved to Minnesota, marking the end of
Whitewater’s first industrial era.

During the World Wars and Great Depression, small trade and
light industries drove Whitewater's economy. Agricultural
products, including eggs, farm produce, cheese, dairy products,
livestock, and small game made up 66 percent of Whitewater’s
trade.

Meanwhile, the Normal School (which later evolved into the
University of Wisconsin-Whitewater) continued training teachers. The school made several
changes through the years, including diversifying its studies. The  University continues to be
one of the main economic drivers for Whitewater today.

Dedicated to students, athletes, community

 By all accounts, Elkhorn Area 

High School physical education 

teacher and cross country coach 

Randi Wulf had a passion for teach-

ing and a passion for life.

 Students, fellow staff members 

and Elkhorn community members 

are mourning the loss of Wulf, who 

died in a motorcycle crash on the 

evening of Oct. 2.

 A celebration of life for Wulf 

will be held Saturday at the Elkhorn 

Area High School Agility Center 

from noon to 2 p.m. A large number 

of fundraisers have also been start-

ed.
 According to a press release 

from the Town of Geneva Police 

Department, the department was 

dispatched to a car vs. motorcycle 

crash around 5 p.m. on Oct. 2.

 Wulf was later pronounced dead 

at Lakeland Medical Center, and an 

investigation is underway. Accord-

ing to Town of Geneva Police Chief 

Eric Anderson, there is no further 

update at this time.

 Wulf was the current cross coun-

try coach at Elkhorn Area High 

School, as well as a physical edu-

cation teacher. The district’s com-

munity engagement office issued a 

statement Oct. 4:

 “On Monday evening the 

Elkhorn Area School District Com-

munity lost an incredible man in a 

tragic accident,” the statement read. 

“Randi Wulf was an incredible per-

son, husband, father, teacher, coach, 

and friend. He was a genuine out-

standing individual.

 “Humble, honest, caring, and 

sincere. He exemplified the greatest 

characteristics you would want to 

see in a person,” the statement con-

tinued. “Mr. Wulf was a teacher and 

coach in Elkhorn for 29 years. He 

loved his students and recognized 

the benefits co-curriculars had in de-

veloping important connections and 

relationships with them.”

Remembering a standout

 The administration within the 

school district spoke highly about 

Wulf in all facets of his life.

 “As far as his character goes, it 

was beyond reproach,” said EASD 

District Administrator Jason Tad-

lock. “You’d be hard-pressed to find

Pride Rally returns for third year

 For the third consecutive year, 

an event aimed at promoting di-

versity – particularly within the 

LGBTQ+ community – is returning 

to Whitewater this fall.

 Organizers are putting the finish-

ing touches on the 2023 Whitewater 

Pride Rally, which will be held, rain 

or shine, from 11 a.m. to 1 p.m. Sat-

urday, Oct. 21, at Cravath Lakefront 

Park, 341 S. Fremont St.

 Dwight Watson, who is part of an 

8-person committee that plans many 

of the logistics associated with the 

event, said the goal of this year’s 

extravaganza is to build on the mo-

mentum of the prior two years. 

 “It’s going to be bigger and bet-

ter,” Watson said. “We have more 

vendors. I believe we had 10 ven-

dors last year. This year, we’re go-

ing to have about 30.”

 The large, spacious grounds of 

Cravath offer the flexibility of hav-

ing a range of events and exhibits 

throughout the two-hour program. 

 In addition to the vendors, this 

year’s rally will feature a DJ at the 

amphitheater, a master of ceremo-

nies, food trucks, a children’s cor-

ner, art stations and performances 

from local bands. A pet parade also 

is slated to take place. 

 Additionally, Watson said he and 

other organizers have invited the 

city manager, superintendent of the 

Whitewater Unified School District 

and chancellor of the University of 

Wisconsin-Whitewater to attend and 

provide opening remarks.

 As word about the rally has 

spread, attendance and participation 

has followed the same upward mo-

mentum. Approximately 300 people 

attended last year’s rally.

 “We’re hoping to match that, or 

exceed that amount,” Watson said.

 In addition to larger attendance, 

Watson said he and other organizers 

are hoping for more audience partic-

ipation.
 Speaking to the prior two years, 

Watson said, “We’ve found that peo-

ple were more sitting and listening, 

but not so interactive, so we’re go-

ing to do some things that will help 

engage some of the participants.”

 The Whitewater Pride Rally was 

borne out of an event in Fort At-

kinson called the Rainbow Rally, 

which followed a similar format. 

Participants from that event hailed 

from different communities, which 

prompted the decision to have a 

similar offering in Whitewater.

 “We started small the first year, 

got a little bit bigger the second 

year and now, in this third year, it’s 

going to be even bigger,” Watson 

said, reiterating the high hopes for 

the third installment of the rally in 

Whitewater.

Multilingual 
learner population 
continues to grow

 The number of students within 

the Whitewater area receiving in-

struction as multilingual learners 

has continued trending upward, 

based on data shared recently 

from district officials.

 Multilingual learners are de-

fined as students learning two lan-

guages simultaneously. 

 Melania Argueta Borchert, 

multilingual services coordina-

tor with the Whitewater Unified 

School District, provided a pro-

gram update in a report to the 

School Board at a meeting Sept. 

25.
 This year, a total of 415 WUSD 

students are receiving multilin-

gual instruction across all grade 

levels, comprising 18 percent of 

the student population. By com-

parison, WUSD had 401 multi-

lingual learners in the 2022-23 

school year and 340 multilingual 

learners in 2021-22.

 WUSD has been pouring re-

sources – including staffing – into 

the program in recent years in an 

effort to meet the unique needs of 

all students.
 “We want to make sure that 

we’re creating a learning commu-

nity for them that develops their 

full learning potential,” Argueta 

Borchert said of the program’s in-

tent.
 In addition to multilanguage 

learners, WUSD has been serving 

international students considered 

“newcomers,” or youth who have 

been enrolled within the U.S. ed-

ucational system for two years or 

less.
 At the beginning of this school 

year, the number of newcomers 

is down sharply, though Argueta 

Borchert emphasized the figure is 

fluid and subject to further refine-

ment. 
 Thus far this school year, 

WUSD is hosting 12 newcomers. 

By comparison, the district had 84 

newcomers in the 2022-23 school 

year and 83 newcomers in 2021-

22. 
 Speaking to the fluidity, Argue-

ta Borchert said, “There are things 

that are going to change with im-

migration trends and laws. We’re 

still expecting some more new-

comers this year.”

 While a majority – 95 per-

cent – of the students served are 

native Spanish speakers, WUSD 

does have students from other 

backgrounds as well. A few of the 

students receiving multilingual 

instruction are native Albanian, 

Mandarin and Russian speakers.
